HANG THE LOUVRES

Hook the louvres onto the rail. Hook the control wand onto the
eyelet at the end of the hooks.

Before hooking the louvres on
the rail, use the beaded chain

to turn the hooks so that they
all face side on. This makes it
far quicker to hook the louvres
on and also ensures that the
louvres will not clash when you
first use the blind.

Finally, slide the weight into the pocket
at the bottom of the louvre.
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
